OLIVEWOOD PRIVATE ESTATE AND GOLF CLUB

INTRODUCTION

The fundamental principle of Olivewood Private Estate & Golf Club is the establishment of a group of congenial ladies
and gentlemen who are sensitive to the attractions of our estate and golf course, who are determined to continue our
Club as a gathering place for those who love he game of golf and the bush for its own sake, and not as an institution for
the promotion of business interests. Actions of Members must show the appropriate respect towards the wildlife and

natural environment of the Estate.

LIABILITY

Members must please remember that wild animals are inherently dangerous, and that we do not assume personal
responsibility for any accidents involving themselves, their families or their guests. Parents must assume the

responsibility for their children’s safety, including all activities that are to be provided by the estate.

The Club shall not be responsible for any damage, injury or loss occurring at the Club or any activity or function
operated, organised, arranged or sponsored by the Club caused by any acts or omissions of any Member or guest
introduced to the Club

Any Member, guest or other person who in any manner makes use of or accepts the use of any apparatus, facility,
privilege or service of the Club, or who engages in any game, exercise, competition or other activity operated, organised,
or arranged / sponsored by the Club shall do so at his/her own risk and shall hold the Club, the Directors, officers,
employees, representatives ad agent of the Club harmless from any and all loss, cost, injury, damage, or any other liability
sustained and/or resulting from any act of any Director, officer, employee or agent of the Club save where such a liability

cannot be excluded in law.

A. GENERAL ESTATE RULES

The purpose of these Rules are to govern the use of the Golf Course and common areas within Olivewood Private Estate
& Golf Club, including but not limited to the private roads and to prescribe and regulate the conduct and activities within
the Estate.

Each holder and each nominated occupancy shall be entitled to have guests on their residential site and on the common
property, but the company shall be entitled to establish limits on the number of guests that any holder may invite at any

one time provided that in any event the number of guests staying overnight may not exceed ten per site.




No guest may use, occupy or enjoy a residential site in the absence of the holder or any of his nominated occupants

(members, without the prior written approval of the Association,

1. DRESS REGULATIONS

Our dress code is an important regulation as it has been established to compliment the standards of excellence which

we are striving to maintain.

1.1 CLUB HOUSE AND RESTAURANT
We as a Club welcome all types of visitors that decide to come through our doors and do not discriminate
against any person. With that being said, informal clothing is allowed and we encourage guest to feel as

comfortable as possible in our lovely facilities.

1.2 GOLF COURSE
Proper golf attire is required. This includes Bermuda type shorts for both ladies and gentlemen. Not permitted
are short shorts, tennis attire, T-shirts, jeans or jean-style trousers or shorts.
When wearing shorts, it is expected that Members should wear short golf socks or a predominantly white colour
These rules are strictly enforced. Members are requested to notify their guests of the Clubs Dress Code to avoid

uncomfortable situations.

2. FAUNA AND FLORA
Fauna and flora on or about the properties should be conserved. Owners may not plant anything on their properties
which has not been included in the list of approved plant on the Estate. A list is available from the Manager on

request.

3. FIREARMS AND HUNTING

The discharge of firearms, air rifles, pistols, gas-propelled or powered arms, bow and arrows, slingshots, fireworks or

any potentially hazardous projective within the Olivewood Private Estate & Golf Club is strictly prohibited.

4. FIRES
The lighting or maintaining of pen fires for camping or cooking purposes within the Estate is prohibited unless in a

purposely built braai area.

5. LITTERING
All owners, guests and visitors to Olivewood Private Estate & Golf Club will refrain from littering any property or

common areas with the Estate.

6. PARKING
On street parking of vehicles of any type on the public streets or roads within Olivewood Private Estate and Golf
Club is strictly prohibited except where demarcated for such purpose. Residents must park all vehicles within the

designated parking areas.

SPEED LIMITS
In the absence of speed control signs, operators of vehicles within Olivewood Private Estate and Golf Club will not
exceed a maximum speed of 30 kilometres per hour on any road or street within the Estate except where otherwise

indicated.

TRAFFIC CONTROL SIGNS
The operators of all vehicles, including bicycles, will observe and obey all traffic control and parking signs posted or
maintained in or on any private road, parking area or other property within Olivewood Private Estate and Golf Club.

The operator/driver must have a valid driver’s licence.

USE OF COMMON AREA
Use of all common areas, including the private roads within Olivewood Private Estate and Golf Club are subject to
these Rules & Regulations, as well as any other Rules & Regulations included in the House Rules or as determined by

the Homeowners Association.

No vehicles will be operated over, across, or on any common area within Olivewood Private Estate and Golf Club
except the private roads and vehicular access paths specifically provide and maintained for the purpose. Absolutely

no motorcars will be permitted on golf cart paths within Olivewood Private Estate and Golf Club.

B. GENERAL GOLF CLUB RULES

CLUB STAFF

Members or guests may not reprimand employees of the Club. Complaints should be made in writing to the

Manager, giving the name of the employee, complaint and the name of the complaining member.

NOTICES

No notices may be pasted in or about the Clubhouse or Club facilities, unless approved by the Manager of the Club.

ORDER AND DECORUM

Quiet and proper decorum must be observed in all parts of the Club and Club premises and facilities by members,
their families and guests. Any individual conducting himself in an unbecoming manner will be requested by the
Manager of the Club to leave the Club premises.

In addition, the rules and etiquette of golf, published and unpublished, must be observed at the Club. Violations will
be dealt with as prescribed by the Management Committee.

RESPONSIBILITY OF MEMBERS

4.1 A Member is not only responsible for his actions and of those of his family, but also for any of his guests.

4.2 Members are responsible for their charges. Members may choose to pay cash or may charge Club services to
their Club account. Members are required to sign all documentation on presentation. All accounts must be
settled by the end of each month.

4.3 Members are responsible for any personal property left in the Clubhouse or on the Club grounds.

. THE DEVELOPERS RIGHTS

Until such time as the last membership in the Developing Company has been sold or such earlier time as the

Developer may decide, a sales office may be maintained on site.




. VIOLATION OF RULES BY GUESTS

Any guest deemed in violation of Club Rules or guest procedures may be removed from the Club at the discretion of
the Manager of the Club.

VIOLATION OF RULES BY MEMBERS

Any violation of Club Rules will be referred to and resolved by the Club Committee. Violation of the Rules may lead
to the suspension of the Members.

The Disciplinary Committee will give written notice of any violation to the Member, who has the right to request a
hearing on the matter. The Committee will hold a hearing within 14 (fourteen) days after receiving the Member’s
written request. After the hearing, the Committee will render its decision on the matter. The decision of the

Committee is final.

. CLUB HOUSE RULES

CHILDREN

As prescribed in rules of the liquor license, no children under 18 allowed in the bar area of the clubhouse, unless

accompanied by an adult.

FOOD & BEVERAGE

No Member or guest may bring food or beverage onto Clubhouse premises for consumption, unless specifically

approved by the Manager. No alcoholic beverages will be served to minors.

It is the policy of Olivewood Private Estate and Golf Club that the responsibility for the conduct of each Member, his
family and guests, with respect to the consumption of alcoholic beverages on the premises of the Club, and in the
operation of motor vehicles following such consumption, lies with the individual Member and cannot be assumed by
the Club.

Members are expected to conduct themselves in respect to such consumption with due regard to the common good

of the Club and the rights and feelings of the other Members, their guests and families.

Notwithstanding he foregoing, employees who serve alcoholic beverages have been instructed to refuse to serve the
same to any person requesting service in violation of the law or whenever the person requesting service has (in that
employee’s unrestricted judgement) consumed an excessive amount of alcohol in a given time period. Such refusal
shall at all times be respected and complied with by the Members, their families and guests, without

contemporaneous adverse comment of breach of the decorous conduct expected of our Members.




D. GOLF COURSE RULES
1. EVACUATION OF COURSE
When the siren sounds, evacuation of the course back to the Pro-Shop is mandatory. Such evacuation may not only

be for lightning but also dangerous animals and the like which may necessitate this course of action.

2. GOLF CARTS

2.1 Golf carts are to be driven cautiously and with respect for other drivers. Sensitivity towards the course must be
shown in wet areas, greens and tees. No Driving through dense bush or up steep banks.

2.2 Unless accompanied by an adult, no children under the age of 16 are allowed to use golf carts on the course. No
children under the age of 10 are allowed to drive a cart anywhere on the estate.

2.3 A fleet of golf carts has been provided for the enjoyment of Members and their guests, subject to payment of the
appropriate charge.

2.4 If a Resident Member wishes to privately own a golf cart, he may do so. The Club will offer its assistance in
purchasing such a vehicle on the Members behalf at a discounted rate. The golf cart must be an electric cart of
approved colour and make.

2.4.1  Each owner will be required to store and maintain his cart at his own cost.

2.5 Whilst golf carts are being used on the Golf Course, they shall as far as possible and during prescribed times,

remain on the golf cart paths provided and never cross soft areas of the Course. They shall be driven at

, :
operator’s own risk.

3. LIGHTNING

In the event of lightning, golfers are to make an informed decision on whether to return to the Pro-Shop

immediately or not. The Club does not take any responsibility for lightning strikes.

4. PROPER ATTIRE
All Members and guests will use the changing / lockers rooms or their own accommodation for changing into proper
attire. Proper golf attire is normally accepted golfing attire. If unsure, check with management. Members must
ensure that their guests are correctly dressed. Golf shoes with soft spikes are preferred. Proper golf attire is also

required on all practice facilities.

5. TEE TIME
5.1 All reservations shall be made at the Clubhouse through the Pro-Shop.

5.2 Tee time cancellations must be made 1 hour prior to booked tee time.

6. USE OF GOLF COURSE
6.1 No practicing shall be allowed except on the demarcated putting green and chipping green.
6.2 Each player shall have his/her own bag of clubs. If not, players can rent a set of clubs for R400, in the Pro Shop.
6.3 Maximum of two players per golf cart.
6.4 Green fees shall be determined by the Club Committee and be subject to the approval of the Club Committee.
6.5 No one may play the course when conditions are such that the Management considers the course unplayable.
6.6 Matches starting from the first tee shall have the right to pass matches starting at any other tee.
6.7 Any match which cannot maintain the pace of a following match is obligated to let the faster match through.

6.8 Players must fill divots, must repair ball marks on the green as well as hoof marks and must rake traps.
